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Please scour your homes, desks, bookshelves, 
and backpacks for books that belong to the 
Woodlands Elementary Library.  Students 
with books 2 weeks or more overdue spend 
one recess per day in the library until the 
books are returned, paid for, or replaced.  
We’ve found this to be wildly successful—
students really like to go to recess and our 
overdue lists are shorter than ever!!  Keep up 
the great work. 

 
If a book is truly lost or damaged beyond repair, families some-
times choose to simply pay for the lost or damaged book.  Paper-
back books typically cost $7.00 for us to replace and hardback 
books typically cost $20.00.  Some specialty books and items 
may cost more (i.e. Harry Potter and the Half-Blood Prince costs 
us over $29.00 to replace and some audio books may be more 
too). 
 
Some families choose to purchase a new copy of the lost or dam-
aged item from a local bookstore or on-line retailer.  Make cer-
tain that a hardback is replaced with a hardback and a pa-
perback is replaced with a paperback.  If you’re not sure 
what you need to replace, please ask!

We’re celebrating National Poetry Month in the 
Woodlands Library by reading lots of poetry this 
month.

Reading Olympics a HUGE Success at  
Woodlands School!! 

Students and staff at Woodlands school were extremely motivated this year to participate in 
the 2009 Reading Olympics.  Beginning on March 2nd and continuing through April 5th, students and 
staff recorded every minute of “outside” reading.  We awarded 57 bronze medals (reading 480-839 
min.), 60 silver medals (reading 840-1199 min.) and 160 gold medals (reading at least 1200 min.)!  
All together, our reading total was 445,289.5 minutes of reading!!  The 36 staff members who 
participated, contributed 62,377 of those minutes, but the bulk (382,912.5 min.) was read by the 331 participating stu-
dents! 

Thank you to everyone who participated and made it a point to read—and read a lot—during the official 2009 

Reading Olympics!!  Our point, of course, is to encourage our students, their families, and our staff members to choose 
reading as a legitimate and very valuable recreational activity.  Please remember that reading and being read to is a proven 
predictor of success.  Make reading your very best habit!  If you didn’t participate this year, make it a point to do so next 
year.
